INSTALLATION:   Do Not Thin! 

Surface Preparation:  All loose gravel must be removed from roof.   All surfaces should be cleaned and dry prior to 
application.  
 
Application:  ERS-301 may be applied by brush, roller, or using a garden sprayer.      
 
Drying Time:    One to four hours depending on rate of application, porosity of surface and drying conditions.   

COVERAGE:  

ERS-301 is applied at a nominal rate of 125 – 150 square feet per gallon (3.1 – 3.7 m2/l).   Application rates may vary 
with roof conditions. 

PACKAGING: 

ERS-301 is available in 5 gallon (18.9 liter) pails.   

STORAGE LIFE:   

One (1) year from date of shipment when stored in unopened, original container.  

PRECAUTIONS:  

• Do not use in contact with polystyrene insulation. 
• Do not prime mineral surfaced roll goods if recoating is considered.
