INSTALLATION:   Do not thin. 

Surface Preparation:  All loose gravel must be removed from roof.   All surfaces should be clean and dry prior to 
application.  
 
Application:  Do not thin.   ERS-Clear Primer may be applied by brush, roller or low-pressure spray.  
 
Drying Time:  Depending on the rate of application, porosity of surface and drying conditions, ERS-Clear Primer will 
dry in one to four hours.  

COVERAGE RATE:  

ERS-Clear Primer is applied at a nominal rate of 200 square feet per gallon.   Application rate will vary with substrate 
surface conditions.  

PACKAGING: 

ERS-Clear Primer is available in 5 gallon (18.9 liter) pails.  

STORAGE LIFE:  

One year from date of shipment when stored in original, unopened containers.  Keep from freezing.
